YOU ARE INVITED to apply to exhibit at Art & About: A Neighborhood Art & Music Event. In
it’s third year, this Fine Art Festival will be held April 14, 2012 at the Orange Park Town Hall
Park., 2042 Park Ave., Orange Park, FL 32073. Event organizers are the Art Guild of Orange
Park and the Orange Park School of Music with backing from the town of Orange Park.

Exhibitors will be expected to bring tables, booths
and all that furnishes their space. Booths must have a professional appearance and be
aesthetically pleasing. There will be local advertising and advertising in the greater Jacksonville
area.

This is a Fine Art/Fine Craft Event. All work must be handcrafted by the artist. No kits,
buy-sell or re-sell, mass produced, manufactured goods. Collaborative work must have all
artists’ names and signatures on the application.

The artist agrees to accept full responsibility for the care and protection of his/her exhibit at all
times and accepts full responsibility for collecting 7% State and County Sales Tax. Rain or Shine
policy: a cancellation due to hazardous weather conditions is at the discretion of the Art &
About Festival Committee; There will be no refunds.

Set-up: Saturday 7am. Must be ready to sell by 9:45am Saturday morning. Breakdown will be
after 5:00 on Saturday. No vehicles will be allowed in park until then.

To Apply: Submit three images of works and one image of your display. Images can be
photographs or digital files on a CD with your name and art medium. Mail application, images, a
self-addressed stamped envelope and check payable to Art Guild of Orange Park. See address
at right.

Selection Process: All applications will be reviewed, and all artists work will be selected based
on criteria of the reviewing committee. Note this is a Fine Art/Fine Craft Festival and will be
juried as such.

Each exhibitor will be encouraged to donate an item for a raffle that will be held throughout the
day. Proceeds for the raffle will benefit community outreach programs.
